Membership criteria
To be eligible to serve as a Student Ambassador, students must

· *Have a minimum 3.0 GPA after completing at least 12 credit hours through TCTC; 

· Be enrolled full-time (at least 12 credit hours during fall and spring terms);

· Submit the Student Ambassadors application; 

· Provide two recommendations; (At least one recommendation must be from a TCTC faculty member. The other recommendation can be from a TCTC faculty member, a TCTC staff member, or from another source.) 

· Submit a letter of interest; 

· Participate in an interview with the selection committee;

· Be able to attend the scheduled training sessions*; and 

· Have reliable transportation to attend activities and events at multiple locations. 

To be eligible for continued service as a Student Ambassador, students must
· Maintain full-time enrollment (at least 12 credit hours during fall and spring terms);

· Have reliable transportation to attend activities and events at multiple locations; 

· Satisfy the attendance requirements for meetings and activities; and

· Maintain good standing with the College in relation to the Student Code of Conduct.
