STEP ONE:   The Enrollment Process
· Apply to Tri-County Technical College and declare your major as Veterinary Technology
· Submit high school transcript to Admissions
· Take the college’s placement test if you have not had previous college classes
· Have all college transcripts sent for evaluation

· Attend Orientation (for new, transfer, and returning students)

· Meet with your Veterinary Technology advisor and bring copies of transcripts, unofficial copies are acceptable. Call (864) 646-1400 if your advisor has not been assigned.

· Log on to eTC., review the academic calendar and other important information. Check your college email account frequently for important updates.

· Meet with Department Head for signature to complete the Notice of Completion form 
· Submit the signed Notice of Completion to Fulp 300, the Health Education Division Office
· Have completed or plan to complete VET 103 Veterinary Medical Terminology and VET 105 Orientation to Veterinary Technology 
· Watch your college email account for additional instructions and information, including information about deposits and mandatory orientations 
· Complete the mandatory background check.  Background check instructions are found on eTC, “Get Ready” tab or www.precheck.com
