Program Steps:

1. Set up appointment to meet with Clemson Nursing advisors. Bring copy of transcripts. If eligible, pick up application packet and apply for admission.

2. Enroll with Clemson University while you complete required general education at a local technical college.  These prerequisites must be completed and you must maintain a cumulative grade point average of 2.75 on all attempted college courses prior to beginning the Clemson University nursing courses.
