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Required Program Courses: 34 Semester Credit Hours 
This certificate allows students to acquire an orientation to nursing and the ability to acquire general education credits in preparation for admission to Tri-County Technical College clinicals, transfer to other nursing programs and/or future advanced nursing education.  
Scheduling and Entry Options
Classes may be offered in the day and/or evening.  Students may enter any term.  Full-time students can complete the certificate within three terms with intense study schedules.  Part-time students can expect at least five terms to earn the certificate.

To qualify for a Pre-Nursing Certificate, the courses listed in the table must be completed with Grade C or better, or the student must be registered for the courses that complete the certificate; a graduation application must have been paid for in the Business Office and submitted to Nursing. At least 25% of these 34 credit hours must have been completed at Tri-County Tech.
Policy:
The Nursing Admissions Liaison will track the completion of the certificate with non-graduate letters sent by Student Records.  If a student has used the PNC to gain entry into the ADN or PN program, and failed to complete the required courses, the Nursing Department Head will evaluate whether the five points resulted in the offer of a seat.  
For instance-if a student gained entry with 50 points which included the PNC, and the group “cut off” total is 48, the Nursing Department Head will decide if a student’s seat offer will be rescinded.  This action could occur if the student’s five points for PNC allowed their point total to qualify for entry, but the student then withdrew from or failed the class (es) that completed the PNC. 
Any student who is submitting the graduation application for PNC, will sign a copy of this policy.  The signature denotes understanding of and agreement to comply with the policy.
A student applying for a Pre-Nursing Certificate must have completed all courses that complete the certificate the semester prior to desired entry to nursing.  For example, if a student lacks BIO 225 and MATH 120 for Pre-Nursing Certificate completion, these courses must be completed the semester before entry to the nursing program.
