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Qualifying for Associate Degree Nursing (ADN)        Clinical Application Eligibility
Students interested in submitting the Nursing Clinical Entry Application for Associate Degree Nursing must qualify by all five requirements listed below:

· View the online Updates to Nursing Presentation called Application Workshop

· Achieve minimum TEAS V Scores: Reading-80% English-70% Math-60% Science-50%
· Attain a GPA of at least 2.5

· Have a plan for completing AHS 117 Patient Care- See details below

· Have completed BIO 210 (Anatomy and Physiology I) with at least a C, or be registered for BIO 210

TEAS V Scores (Test of Essential Academic Skills) 
· It is recommended that a student has College level reading, math, English and science before taking the TEAS V.  A study guide is available at the reserve desk of the TCTC Library.
· Have your T number with you.
· A student may take the TEAS V test twice during a three year period. The student is responsible for paying the testing fee on both occasions.
· A picture ID is required for TEAS V testing. 
· Students need to allow 3.5 hours for TEAS V testing. Students may not leave during the test unless extenuating circumstances arise. Consists of subtests for reading, math, science and English.      Calculators are not permitted, and each section is timed. 
· The Assessment Center and Easley Campus Computer Lab experience heavy traffic two weeks before each semester begins.
· Requests for accommodations for documented disabilities should be made directly to Coordinator of Disability Services at (864)646-1564.

All AHS waivers must have been processed one week prior to application deadline.   There are no exceptions to this one week requirement.
