STEP ONE:      APPLY TO THE COLLEGE BY COMPLETING THE ENROLLMENT PROCESS
· Apply to Tri-County Technical College with a major of Transition Nursing.  Submit an online application at www.tctc.edu/apply. Information will be sent to you regarding the next phase of the enrollment process.

· Submit official high school and college transcripts to Admissions

STEP THREE:
· Once your name has been placed on the complete list for Transition Nursing (see step two above), you may expect an email in your TCTC email account with information about the next available start date.

· At this time there is no Competitive Clinical Entry Application requirement for Transition Nursing students.  
*There will be a spring 2012 entry for Transition.  The next available class is spring 2013.  There will be no fall 2012 transition class. Transition Nursing students will be taking NUR 162 Psychiatric and Mental Health Nursing as a pre-requisite to Transition.  You may register for it for fall 2012.
