□OE^2 Outdoor Experiential Education CRN 11644 or CRN 12036

The COL 105 OEE Themed Community will engage students in individual and small group hands on learning experiences outside of the classroom, around campus, and in the outdoors.  Students interested in nature, the outdoors, and learning outside of the classroom would enjoy this course.
□Improving America CRN 10904 or CRN 11626

The COL 105 Improving America course will empower you to create change not only within yourself but in the communities you belong to.
